finishing in second place in the MAC RED Division Singles Championship with scores of 182-160-192-214-279-

220 1,247 on February 4.

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It was a true team effort as the varsity girls were able to beat a very good Ford II team at Shelby Lanes. The 

Bulldogs won one baker game and baker totals shooting 200-141 341 and led 6 - 4 going into match play. The 

girls were firing on all cylinders winning both team match games and totals. Romeo shot 850 - 863 1,713 to Ford 

II's 780 - 732 1,512. Senior Shannon Kelley has regained her old magic after recovering from a shoulder injury and 

shot 254 - 225 479 winning both of her match points. Senior Kaylla Koster also won both of her match points with 

a solid 173 - 190 363. Sophomore Alicia Harbin had a very nice set with an impressive 164 - 257 421 and won a 

match point. Sophomore Stephanie Seefried also won a match point with a 124. Sophomores Rachel Hayden and 

Katlin Lowran along with Senior Kelsey Ruebelmann made great shots during the match and contributed to the 

team win but did not win any match points. The Bulldogs won 20 - 10. 

The varsity boys were not able to outscore Ford II and ended the seasons series 1 and 1 against the Falcons. The 

Bulldogs once again started sluggishly in the bakers losing both games and were down 10 - 0 going into match 

play. Romeo shot 973 - 877 1,850 but Ford II was too much to handle as they pounded out a nice 1,127 - 950 

2,077 series. Senior Tyler Stokes led the Bulldogs with a 196-247 443 series winning one match point. Senior 

Corey Wachtmeister was able to win an exciting match point with a 275 game as his Ford II opponent, MAC Red 

Singles champion Frank Radtke shot 257. It was strike for strike until the 10th frame as Wachtmeister put up two 

clutch strikes to secure the point and had a nice 431 series. Freshman Tyler Culver, Juniors Matthew Fazzalare 

and Alec Shipman battled until the end but Ford II was on their game this day and the Bulldogs could not win any 

other match points. Romeo lost 28 - 2.  

The JV boys had another impressive showing as they matched up well to the lane condition and beat Ford II 20.5 - 

9.5. Romeo won both baker games with a 185 - 210 395 and were up 10 - 0 going into match play. The Bulldogs 

lost the first game but recovered to with the second and totals shooting 908-1,004 1,912 to Ford II's 939 - 943 

1,882. Freshman Dylan Stokes stepped down from varsity due to illness of one of the regular JV players and led 
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the team winning both of his match points with a 213 - 235 448 series. Sophomore Andrew Nelson won a match 

point with a very solid 177 - 244 421 set. Sophomore Kirk Lightcap's 179 and Freshman Patrick Brunkey's 201 

also won match points. Freshman Joseph Seefried  had no luck as he had a solid day with a 203 - 183 386 series 

as his opponent put up a 214 - 203 against him.

The varsity boys could not sweep Sterling Heights Stevenson this season as the Titans were solid all night long 

defeating Romeo 28 - 2. The Bulldogs lost both baker games and were down 10 - 0 once again heading into 

match play. In this seasons first match, Romeo was able to come back from behind down 10 - 0 in the baker 

portion to outscore the Titans in match play. Not this time. Romeo shot 872 - 857 1,729 to Stevensons' 1,114 - 950 

2,064. Leading Romeo was Junior Matthew Fazzalare with a solid 208 - 200 408 series but could not outscore his 

opponent for any match points. Junior Alec Shipman's 202 and Senior Corey Wachtmeister's 181 were good for a 

match point each. Freshman Dylan Stokes and Tyler Culver, along with Senior Tyler Stokes, did not match up well 

to the lane conditions and were not able to contribute any match points. 

The varsity girls lost to the very good Titans 26 - 4. The match was a lot closer than the final score as Bulldogs 

were very close in the bakers losing the second game by only 1 pin and were down 10 - 0 heading into match 

play. The Bulldogs lost the first match game by only 3 pins. Romeo shot  921 - 841 1,762 to the Titans 924 - 977 

1,901. Senior's Shannon Kelley's 225 - 212 437 and Kaylla Koster's 166 - 234 400 won match points. 

Sophomore's Alicia Harbin's 215 - 161 376 and Stehpanie Seefried's 171 were also good for a match point each. 

Sophomore's Katlin Lowran and Rachel Hayden competed well but were not able to win a match point.   
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The JV boys were not able to get by the undefeated Titans losing 27 - 3. Losing both baker games, the Bulldogs 

were down 10 - 0 heading into match play. Romeo shot 150 - 197 347 to Stevenson's 170 - 203 373. Romeo was 

not able to outscore the Titans as they shot 835 - 895 1,730 to Stevenson's 1,030 - 990 2,020. Freshman Patrick 

Brunkey led the Bulldogs with a 170 - 213 383 and won a match point. Sophomore Andrew Nelson won a match 

point with a 201 as did Freshman Joseph Seefried with a 210. Sophomore Michael Steffens had a solid outing with 

190 - 182 372 but was not able to win a match point as was fellow sophomore Kirk Lightcap.

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The Bowlswami tournament had the largest field so far this year as 77 teams participated at Imperial Lanes. The 

varsity Girls bowled well and competed for medals making the top 16 finals and advancing to the elite eight before 

barely finishing out of the final four by only 8 pins. The team worked very hard adjusting to the "inside shot" that 

Imperial Lanes gives to its house players, which is different than most centers where Romeo competes. Senior co-

captain Shannon Kelley earned a top ten medal with a nice 636 series. Senior co-captain Kaylla Koster and 

sophomores Alicia Harbin, Stephanie Seefried, and Kaitlin Lowran all worked excellent together as a team and 

were rewarded with a great showing. Junior Alec Shipman was the high qualifier for the Varsity Boys with a 206-

213-179 598 series. The rest of the team worked hard trying to adjust to the inside shot but were not able to adjust 

fast enough until the last two baker games. The Bulldogs were able to beat LCN both bakers, with 191 and 209 

games, but could not make up enough pins to make the finals. The JV Boys had a great day, having two athletes 

earn medals and qualifying in the top ten. Sophomores Michael Steffens 206-173-229 609 and Andrew Nelson's 

189-222-196 607 led the team and earned them top ten tournament honors. The JV boys could not carry over their 

strong play into the finals as they were not able to advance to the elite eight.  The JV boys are peaking at the right 

time, as the JV state championship is only two weeks away. All five players have led the team at one time or 

another this season with great scores. When they hit on all cylinders, they are one of the toughest teams in the 

state to beat.

Kelley had the home crowd on their feet during the Varsity Girls semi-finals 

and nearly bowled a perfect game. She had the first 9 strikes in a row overcoming a mechanical breakdown in the 

9th frame having to wait for the lane to be fixed for what seemed like an eternity to her and the crowd. She re-

grouped and made a great shot getting the strike in the 9th frame and setting up the 10th frame showdown 

between her and the pins. On her 10th delivery, she left one pin standing - made the spare and then threw another 

strike for the 279 game. She advanced to the finals and bowled excellent, making one great shot after another. 
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She struck out from the 8th frame onward to put pressure on her opponent. The breaks went to her opponent who 

carried a Brooklyn strike in the 9th frame and then finished with two solid strikes in the 10th frame and snuck by 

Shannon by 5 pins winning 225 - 220. Michael Steffens had a great day also. Micheal's mother will just need to get 

used to staying late at tournaments. "We are not used to staying so late," Michael's mother Theresa said. "My 

mom left my sister at home to come pick me up at 6pm...it's already 8pm and my sister is probably getting pretty 

hungry," said Michael. Michael bowled well in his match in the finals, but was outscored 201 - 178 after he 

qualified 6th to earn his medal.
